The only local jobs around have low pay
and no rights. Universal Credit is cut along with other vital benefits.

Our anger should be aimed at the Government.

The communist party calls for unity of the working class. We condemn
those who seek to whip up hatred. We have to drive-out these divisive and
destructive right-wing groups from our communities.

We face common problems. Turning on each other will achieve nothing.
We say Never Again to fascism.
